ISSUES/ACTION POINTS AGREED

1 NTC supplied leaflets for pupils and any families interested – more can be supplied if required.
2 Youth Council – this had been raised with EDGP committee responsible in Town Council.    But a letter from either or both schools would help get action.    As discussed below a schools referendum on the Neighbourhood Plan could provide focus for a Youth Council.
3 Steering Group – the group representing different interests in the town providing overall management of the NNP project.    It had been tentatively proposed to have around 12/14 members with first meeting scheduled for 26th November 7pm.     It was agreed that each of Trivaglas and Tretheras should provide two representatives , one adult, one pupil.
4 NNP Presentation to School Councils.     It was agreed that the working party would make a presentation to Council of each school  - what the NNP is, how the pupils could get involved, representative on Steering Group.     Both Councils are scheduled for 10th November – Treviglas 8.30am – need to confirm time for Tretheras.  (Note: 1.30pm)
5 Some more detail of the overall plan were discussed.

· Three cycles of informal consultation

i. Sept – Dec 2014: Existing Questionnaire Scoping

ii. Jan – March 2015: Plan Themes – Environment, Tourism etc
iii. April – July 2015:  Draft Policies

· August 2015  Plan and Policies written

· September 2015  issued to Cornwall Council to acknowledge and verify policies conform to higher level guidance

· Oct - Dec 2015  Depending on Cornwall Council timescales – 6 weeks of formal consultation with the public on the Plan

· 2016 – Formal Referendum to accept or reject policy.

6 As with a general election, open to all people on the Electoral Register for the Newquay Parish, from age 18     While this would involve older pupils, younger ones would not have a vote.     It was proposed to schedule an informal Schools Referendum on the draft plan in Setember 2015 before submission to Cornwall Council to give all ages a chance to vote. (and unlike the actual referendum, all pupils whether living in the parish or not would have a vote.)   As with all referendums, it was hoped that previous consultations would ensure the Plan policies were acceptable – but if there were major objections, the plan would be adjusted accordingly. 

7 CRCC would prepare a draft project plan based on above.
8 A detailed project plan led by Tom Wilson was being developed to fit the NNP into with school initiatives in this academic year would hopefully be discussed at next meeting.   Possible projects

· Getting to know Newquay

· School Walks

· Land Character Assessment – update current records

· Photographic Competition – displayed at standard Schools meetings, consider displaying best photos (selected by pupils) at Cinema, or other events Art 8 etc.
· IT projects 
· Liaise with elder people to assist both informal and formal consultation

· Wild life projects - nesting birds etc
.

9 One vital side effect of working with schools would be the opportunity to contact working parents – a group that other schemes had found difficult to contact and engage.     It would be really helpful if the NNP team could have  a presence at any school exhibitions involving parents.   For example – the Tretheras Exhibition at the Sports Centre on 22 June.     Is there a Treviglas equivalent?
